$35. Many of these older refrigerators and freezers are not energy efficient and may be
costing homeowners more money than they think. In many cases older units may cost the
homeowner three times more electricity than a newer model, consuming nearly $150 in
energy each year. Even old working air-conditioning window units can be collected with a
refrigerator netting the homeowner an additional $25.

All refrigerators and air conditioners collected in this program will be responsibly
dismantled to be recycled in an environmentally friendly way.

PECO and PPL have teamed up with JACO Environmental Inc. to offer this unique limited-
time offer designed to save energy and help the environment. You must be a PECO or PPL
residential delivery services customer, and your refrigerator or freezer must be:

° Between 10 and 30 cubic feet in size.
(Size is usually indicated on the side of the

° Empty and working at the time of pickup.

° Accessible with a clear and safe path of
removal. The removal team will not risk
injury, remove personal effects, or modify
your home (e.g., remove doors or railings)
to remove the unit(s).

Program funding is limited. Participation will be
on a first-come, first-served basis until funds are
exhausted.
